PERSONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is entered into between Franklin County, hereinafter
referred to as Frankiin County, and “The Suzy Haner Hypnosis Show”, hereinafter
referred to as the Contractor, in consideration of the mutual benefits, terms, and
conditions hereinafier specified.

Purpose

The purpose of this agreement is to allow Frankiin County to retain the
Contractor to perform two (2) one (1) hour shows per day, July 2-4, 2005 in connection
with the project designated Grand ‘Ole Fourth.

Scope Of Services

The Contractor agrees to perform the services, identified on Exhibit “A” attached
hereto, including the provision of all labor, materials, equipment, and supplies.

Time For Performance

Work under this contract shall commence upon the giving of written notice by the
Board of Franklin County Commissioners to the Contractor to proceed. The Contractor
shall perform all services and provide all work product required pursuant to this
agreement July 2-4, 2005.

Payment

The Contractor shall be paid by Franklin County for completed work and for
services rendered under this agreement as follows:

a. Payment for the work provided by the Contractor shall be paid before the
last performance, as provided on Exhibit “A” attached hereto, provided
that the total amount of payment to the Contractor shall not exceed
$4,050, plus RV accommodations July 1-4, 2005, without express written
modification of the agreement signed by the Board of Franklin County
Commissioners.

b. Final payment of any balance due the Contractor of the total contract

prices eamed will be made promptly upon ascertainment and verification
by the County of the completion of the work under this agreement.

C. Payment as provided in this section shall be full compensation for work
performed, services rendered and for all materials, supplies, equipment,
and incidentals necessary to complete the work.

d. The Contractor's records and accounts pertaining to this agreement are to
‘be kept available for inspection by representatives of Franklin County and
state for a period of three (3) years after final payments. Copies shall be

made available upon request.

Compliance With Laws

The Contractor shall, in performing the services contemplated by this agreement,
faithfully observe and comply with all federal, state, and local laws, ordinances and
regulations, applicable to the services to be rendered under this agreement.

indemnification

The Contractor, its officers, agents and employees, agree to fuily indemnify, hold
harmiess and defend Franklin County, its officers, agents, and employees, against any
and all liability, damage, loss, claims, demands, and actions of any nature whatsoever
on account of personal injuries including, without fimitation on the foregoing, worker's
compensation and death claims, or property loss or damage of any kind whatsoever,
which arise out of or are in any manner connected with, or are claimed to arise out of or
be in any way connected with, any negligent or intentional act or omission of the
Contractor, its officers, agents, and employees in performing this contract. The
Contractor shall, at its own expense, investigate all such claims and demands, attend to
their settlement or other disposition, defend all actions based thereon and pay all
charges of attorneys and all other costs and expenses of any kind arising from any such
liability, damage, loss, claims, demands, and actions.

Furthermore, for the purposes of this section, the Contractor expressly waives its
immunity under Title 51 or subsequent revisions of the Revised Code of Washington,
the Industrial Insurance Act, for injuries to its employees and agrees that the obligation
to indemnify, defend, and hold harmiess provided for in this paragraph extends {o any
claim brought by or on behalf of any employee of the Contractor. This waiver is
mutually negotiated by the parfies.

Insurance
The Contractor shall secure and maintain in force throughout the duration of this

contract comprehensive general liability insurance with a minimum coverage of
$500,000 per occurrence and $1,000,000 aggregate for personal injury; and $500,000
