Planning Director Jerrod MacPherson met with the Board.

Building Department Update

Revenues for June were the second highest for any month from 2001 through
2005 at $33,403. One permit for $12,400 for a warehouse was issued in June.
Mr. MacPherson said we’re on pace to meet or exceed projected revenue. A permit for a
large milking parlor is expected to be issued this week. He noted that there have been 28
single family home permits issued from January through June. In past years, the yearly
average has been about 70 permits for single family homes.

Planning Director Jerrod MacPherson and Assistant Director Greg Wendt met
with the Board.

County Administrator Fred Bowen met with the Board. Present in audience:
Adrienne Stuart.

Ben Franklin Transit

Mr. Bowen received a request from Ed Frost of Ben Franklin Transit asking for a

place to pick up riders for their Park and Ride program to go to the vitrification plant at
Hanford. Mr. Frost would like to use a portion of the six-acre parking for the Transit’s
Park and Ride program. There would probably be up to 80 cars involved. Mr. Bowen
told Mr. Frost the county is interested in developing new parking lots on the west side of
TRAC. He asked if Ben Franklin Transit would be interested in helping to develop
parking. Mr. Frost told him yes.

Mr. Brock asked how many parking spots could be put on the six acres.

Mr. Bowen estimates it would be about 534 spots. Mr. Koch said so it would take just
under one acre to park 80 cars. There would also be space required for ingress and
egress. A map of the area was reviewed.

The Board said if Ben Franklin Transit is willing to develop some parking, they
would like to have them develop at least two acres. The area that is needed is not being
used at all now. Mr. Bowen said the surveyors are working on designs for splitting some
of the lots. The Board felt like the southernmost lot would be the best to use for the Park
and Ride. Mr. Koch thinks the Park and Ride area would be useful for other reasons
besides the vitrification plant.

The Board asked Mr. Bowen to continue negotiations with Ben Franklin Transit.
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Troy Woody joined the audience.
.08 Distressed County Funds

Mr. Bowen talked to Pasco City Manager Gary Crutchfield about using some of
the funds for TRAC projects. Mr. Crutchfield told Mr. Bowen he felt like it would be
appropriate to use the funds for improvements at TRAC. He also would like the county
to spend $25,000 per year of the funds to help with a road extension into an industrial
area at the Port of Pasco.

Mr. Bowen said a little over $100,000 in excess funds was received in the account
this year. Mr. Brock said Mesa, Kahlotus and Connell also need funds from this account.
Mr. Bowen can find out exactly what amount of excess funds are available. The cities
can submit proposed projects.

Courthouse Restoration

Mr. Bowen asked for approval of Change Order #9. The Board had previously
tentatively agreed to the items in the change order.
Motion — Mr. Koch: 1 move that we accept Change Order #9 for seven items totaling
$304,385.81. This is Resolution 2005-301. Second by Mr. Brock. 2:0 vote in favor.

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TRAC Manager Troy Woody met with the Board.
Event Updates

The Board reviewed profit and loss statements for three recent events at TRAC:

Hispanic dance, sponsored by Noe, TRAC estimated net income $13,718.78,
62.77% profit margin.

Reinhold Reception at AmeriSuites, about 150 people, TRAC net income
$1711.58, 27.35% profit margin, of which AmeriSuites will receive a portion.

Quarter Horse show sponsored by Darlene Chase, four-day show with poor
attendance, TRAC net income $3836.95, profit margin 34.31%.

Mr. Woody said the quarter horse show building rent was $3500 while the TRAC
staff cost was $3871. The horse shows are very labor intensive. The stall rental revenue
was $5434. The shavings revenue was $1368. The grooming for this group was done by
TRAC staff which required a TRAC staff person for three days. Most horse shows
provide their own grooming,

Mr. Woody said in the future he plans to have tiered pricing for horse shows
based on the number of stalls used.

Capital Projects
Mr. Woody thanked the Board for their efforts to try to get some capital items in

place such as a storage shed and a neon sign.

The storage shed would be about 40’ x 50’ located at the end of the Expo hall
between the roll-up doors. It will look like an extension of the building. Mr. Woody said
he thinks it will handle about 90% of the storage needs in addition to the storage under
the bleachers.

Tractor Analysis

The New Holland tractor is about 40 horsepower. It is not heavy enough to pull
the equipment. The Ford tractor that was used before was more than 50 horsepower and
would do the work that needed to be done. Mr. Woody is talking to tractor dealers about
trade-in values and options.

RV Park
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June Profit and Loss statement for the RV Park was reviewed. There was a loss
of $202.09 in June. However, the number of reservations is now up with the phone
reservations taking place daily since the sign placement on the highway. Reservations
are required with credit card payment now. The accounting system has been improved.

The RV Park management fee will be paid to TRAC quarterly instead of yearly
from now on.

Storage Unit

Mr. Bowen asked where the ice coils are stored when not in use. Mr. Woody said
they will be housed in the storage shed. Three Conexes (railroad trucks) are currently
being used for storage. They will be moved to another area. The ice hoses will be stored
in one and a riser in another. These items are seldom moved so they can be located
further away from the Pavilion.

Mr. Bowen asked Mr. Woody to provide a list of items that are needed and their
costs. Two items he asked for in particular were: the cost to upgrade the area under the
bleachers for storage and the cost for pouring concrete in an area at the west end of the
pavilion, as well as a catch basin for water in that area.

Chief Civil Deputy Prosecutor Ryan Verhulp met with the Board
Executive Session at 10:53 a.m. regarding pending litigation expected to last five
minutes.

Open Session at 11:02 a.m.

Sales and Use Tax Proposition Ballot Title

Mr. Verhulp told the Board he has prepared the ballot title for the election. The
resolution will be prepared for the Board’s review on August 1 or 3. Mr. Verhulp said he
does not believe a hearing is required.
